Moving Checklist

2 Months Before:
□ Plan for what and how many moving supplies you will need and order them. Start packing as soon as possible! 
□ Go through closets, drawers, and cupboards to weed out everything unwanted. Sell or donate items to charity.

□ Make a list of everything you plan to take with you. Determine replacement values of valuable items for insurance purposes.

□ Call moving companies for estimates and choose one.

6 Weeks Before:
□ KEEP PACKING!

□ Contact your Realtor or Landlord to confirm that housing is in place.

□ If moving long distance, make travel arrangements.

□ Make arrangements for transferring children to new schools, and either get copies of school records or have them sent to the new schools.

□ Obtain copies of medical records for each family member.

□ Research doctors in your new area.

□ Update insurance policies if necessary, making sure that valuable items being moved are covered.

1 Month Before: 
□ KEEP PACKING!

□ Arrange to have utility companies disconnect services the day after you move. Make sure that the  new services are activated at least one day before you arrive at your new house. Research information on utility services in your new community.

□ Arrange for storage if needed.

1 Week Before:
□ KEEP PACKING!
□ Confirm travel arrangements, if needed.

□ Arrange payment or deposit for movers.

□ Write directions to your new home for the moving company, confirm delivery date, and give the company your itinerary and cell phone number.

□ Fill out change-of-address forms at the post office. 

□ Notify subscriptions, credit cards, employers, relatives, and friends of your new address and phone number(s).

□ Clean rugs and have them prepared to move.

□ Contact your local vet for health certificates if you have pets that will be traveling by air.

□ Pack suitcases you plan to keep with you with clothing, toiletries, and personal financial records/documents.

Moving Day:

□ Make sure you have cash so you can tip the movers.

□ Pack things you will need while getting settled into your new home.

□ Do a walk-through with the mover to go over your belongings being moved and confirm condition of items.

□ After signing moving paperwork (confirm that the address and phone number are correct) make sure nothing is left behind and that your former home is secure (windows and doors locked, etc.).
